New Al
technologies include chatbots to diagnose patients based on
symptom algorithms, software to analyze unstructured
medical data and give doctors real-time insight into their
patients’ conditions, and predictive analytical tools that scan
complex datasets to identify new drugs. These technologies
hold great promise, but some have cautioned the healthcare
policymakers about adopting untested technologies without
deeply considering potential ethical problems.

technology enhance the experiences of doctors and patients?
Should we embrace this technology, or should we be more
cautious? What are some of the ethical problems we should '
consider?
