In grade 8 biology, students have started to study cell
ultrastructure and specialized cells. They have mastered
using compound microscopes with precision and accuracy
obtaining clear and concise views of various animal and plant
structures under the electron microscope. They enjoyed
studying the slides of various stained specimens including the
liver, kidney, spinal cord, rodent heart and even the human
scalp and of course many plant species!
