discuss the admissions requirements and the programs
offered in Qatar.

Hamad Al-Kaabi, Abdul Rahman Khaled,
Abdullah Al-Dabbagh and Mohammed Shagfa participated
inthree rounds during which the students experienced the
preparation experience to symmetry and simulate

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In grade 8 biology, students are studying specialized
cells and cell structure & organelles. They made their
own wet mounts using onion epidermal cells. They
used methylene blue to stain their specimens. They
then viewed their own slides under the electron
microscope to see if they had successfully placed the
cover slips on without trapping any bubbles to create
a clear slide for viewing!
