Physics Class

After visiting Souq Wagif and
conducting personal interviews

They participated in bringing some traditional food
and attended a photo exhibition that talks about the
Gulf countries that celebrate this day, focusing on
the similarities and differences between the Gulf and
Arab peoples in celebrating this occasion.

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QAST has been trying to run its Duke of
Edinburgh adventurous journey for the last two years. So,
it was a welcome surprise when we were given approval
for this trip.

Last weekend six grade nine boys went to Al Khor as part
of the DOE adventurous journey.

The students were required to carry everything they
required for two days and one night. The students had to
carry their tents, sleeping bags, mats, cologne, first aid kits,
clothes, and enough food to last the whole journey. With
all this on their back they had to navigate using compasses
across the desert.

The groups navigated their way between checkpoints The
total distance they did in two days was 32 kilometers. They
started at Al Khor Corniche and finished in Al Dhakira. It
was great watching students navigate the mangroves.

At the end of the day students up camp, cooked dinner,
prayed while the sun was setting and laughed around the
campfire.
