Under the guidance of our accomplished alumni, our
grade 9 students will delve into the world of coding,
learning the fundamentals of programming languages,
problem-solving, and creating their own innovative
projects. This unique collaboration bridges the gap
between current students and those who have walked
the same halls and sat in the same classrooms not too
long ago.

Thank you to our dedicated alumni for returning to
inspire the next generation of QAST students!
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Grade 12 Biology students conducting an
Osmolarity in plant tissues investigation to
determine the sugar content of potato
tissue. With this lab skill and knowledge,
they can explore the solute content of any
living tissue. They can extent this to for
example determine the sugar or salt
content of different foods and make the
best choice for diets such as those
recommended for diabetic or hypertensive
individuals.
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In this engaging snapshot, Grade 10 physics
students are deep in concentration as they
meticulously design an experiment to
calculate their own power providing a
practical application of their studies on
energy transfer and efficiency. Their
enthusiasm and teamwork shine through,
showcasing a hands-on approach to
understanding complex scientific concepts.
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This week our G9 chemists learnt the theory of
atomic structure and how we can group
elements by their properties, using models and
questions to cement their understanding. Our
fantastic lab technician, Joemason then
demonstrated how the properties of Alkali
metals and how their reactions increase as we go
down the periodic table.
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QAST students were honored to participate in the Famelab
Semifinals competition, organized by The Department of
Curriculum and Learning Resources in collaboration with
the Qatar National Research Fund (QNRF).

Participants in Famelab are challenged to deliver an
entertaining and original three-minute talk about any
scientific topic. What makes it even more impressive is that
they must do so without using PowerPoint or other
electronic presentation tools and with limited use of props.
The talk must be not only scientifically accurate but also
engaging to a non-scientific audience.

This exciting event took place on October 29th at the
Ministry of Education and Higher Education Building. On
that significant day, our school had the privilege of having
five QAST students selected to compete in this respected
competition. Their participation in Famelab signifies not
only their commitment to the field of science but also their
communication skills.

We are proud of our students' achievements.
Congratulations to our talented participants for their
dedication and good performance at the Famelab
Semifinals. We look forward to supporting them in their
continued journey of science and communication
excellence.
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For the first time at QAST, our students
participated in the annual conference to
simulate the Model United Nations in the
Arabic language. Students from 10 and 11
grades prepared to present global issues,
representing the State of Sweden in the
solutions they proposed. This attractive
experience helped the students learn
about global issues and self-management,
hoping to add more members to this team
in the coming days.
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We held our first STEM Open Day where we invite
long people to join us to take part in STEM
activities too inspire and excite them. Students
from across Doha took part with many QAST
students supporting as they investigated how to
treat grey water to make it suitable to use for
watering plants. This is all in line with our mission
to help students create solutions that face Qatar.
