This Week in QAST

Physics Class
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The next step in our Grade 10
physics classes has been to
look at the concept of
impulse. Impulse is the
change of momentum of an
object, and we investigated
how forces can be reduced in
collisions by changing the
time a collision happens over.
Using springs, sponges, and
other materials we simulated
some of the advances in car
safety  that  work by
understanding impulse to
reduce the forces on
passengers to prevent injury.






Grade 12 Students working on their innovation
projects. Using electronics, Design, wood
working and 3D printing skills to create different
prototypes. They are finding solutions that are
related to farming, harvesting and
entertainment.
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Students from QAST and Qatar Academy High
School participated in Islamic education classes
with their teacher, Mr. Zayed. They conducted a
research on Islamic architecture in general and
Islamic mosques in particular. As a practical
application for this project, the teacher organized a
trip to the Education City Mosque, where Mr.
Salman, the mosque guide, was waiting for them.
He taught the students a lot about the philosophy
of building the mosque, and how the designers
conveyed the elements of Islamic civilization in all
its parts with an awareness that demonstrates high
taste. The students asked many questions that
revealed to them the aspects that were lacking in
them to understand the essence of Islamic
architecture in Qatar.

G11 and 12 students Sidra medicine visit

This week, all our grade 11 and 12 biology students
at Sidra Medicine are learning about practical
genomics. Working in teams they have developed
the knowledge and skills to extract DNA and use PCR
(Polymerase Chain Reactions) to amplify the DNA
for analysis and testing. These techniques are now
commonly used in medical research and form the
future of many approaches to medication tailored to
individuals. Thank you, Sidra, for giving our students
this fantastic opportunity.
