Chemistry Class




Our G9 science students engaged in the elephant
toothpaste experiment, a captivating demonstration of
chemical reactions. They mixed hydrogen peroxide
with potassium iodide, leading to a rapid release of
oxygen gas. The foamy eruption resembled toothpaste
squeezed from a giant tube, hence the experiment's
name. Through this hands-on activity, students learned
about exothermic reactions, catalysts, and the
principles of chemical kinetics. The visual spectacle not
only sparked their interest but also provided a practical
understanding of chemical concepts, fostering a
deeper appreciation for the dynamic nature of
reactions in the laboratory setting.

They are working on building their own robots to
collect floating trash from ocean.
